Valid Documents for DBS Identity Checks for non-UK / non-EEA nationals

Please note that:

e You must only supply valid, current and original documentation.

e Photocopies or documentation printed from the internet e.g. internet bank statements are not acceptable.

e All documents must be in your current name as recorded in Section A (Documents in a previous name can be accepted ONLY where you can
provide documentation supporting the name change because of: a marriage/civil partnership (marriage/civil partnership certificate), divorce/civil
partnership dissolution (decree absolute/civil partnership dissolution certificate), deed poll (Deed Poll certificate)

e One document must confirm your date of birth.

e One document must confirm your current address.

e A document from each of the groups should be included only once in the document count. e.g. do not include two bank statements as two of the
required documents, if they are from the same bank.

If you are a Volunteer - You must supply ONE document from Group 1 and TWO further documents from Group 1, 2a or 2b
(If you are unable to supply these documents you will need to complete a paper application form and go for fingerprinting. This will require your attendance
at a Police Station at an appointed time — this may cause delay to the application process).

If you are a Paid applicant — You must supply ONE document from the Primary Document list and TWO further documents from Group 1, 2a or 2b
(If you are unable to supply these documents you will not be able to apply for a DBS check).
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Primary Documents

e A current Biometric Immigration Document (Biometric Residence Permit) issued by the Home Office to the holder indicating that the person named is allowed to
stay indefinitely in the UK, or has no time limit on their stay in the UK.

e A current Biometric Immigration Document (Biometric Residence Permit) issued by the Home Office to the holder which indicates that the named person can
currently stay in the UK and is allowed to do the work in question.

e Acurrent passport endorsed to show that the holder is exempt from immigration control, is allowed to stay indefinitely in the UK, has the right of abode in the
UK, or has no time limit on their stay in the UK.

e A current passport endorsed to show that the holder is allowed to stay in the UK and is currently allowed to do the type of work in question.

e A Certificate of Application issued by the Home Office under regulation 17(3) or 18A (2) of the Immigration (European Economic Area) Regulations 2006, to a
family member of a national of a European Economic Area country or Switzerland stating that the holder is permitted to take employment which is less than 6
months old together with a Positive Verification Notice from the Home Office Employer Checking Service.

e An Application Registration Card issued by the Home Office stating that the holder is permitted to take the employment in question, together with a Positive
Verification Notice from the Home Office Employer Checking Service.

Applicants providing one of the following documents must also provide a current valid Passport:

e A current Residence Card (including an Accession Residence Card or a Derivative Residence Card) issued by the Home Office to a non-European Economic Area
national who is a family member of a national of a European Economic Area country or Switzerland or who has a derivative right of residence.

e A current Immigration Status Document containing a photograph issued by the Home Office to the holder with a valid endorsement indicating that the named
person may stay in the UK, and is allowed to do the type of work in question, together with an official document giving the person’s permanent National
Insurance number and their name issued by a Government agency or a previous employer.

e A current Immigration Status Document issued by the Home Office to the holder with an endorsement indicating that the named person is allowed to stay
indefinitely in the UK or has no time limit on their stay in the UK, together with an official document giving the person’s permanent National Insurance number
and their name issued by a Government agency or a previous employer.
